WELCOME TO THE INFANT ROOM!
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Here is a list of supplies that we will need here for your child:

· Their own bedding (pack-n-play sheets fit best)

· Diapers/wet wipes

· Bibs

· Extra clothing

· Bottles, formula and food

· Diaper cream/powder (not necessary but if you want it used)

· Sunscreen

PLEASE LABEL ALL ITEMS WITH YOUR CHILD’S INITIALS

We strive to provide the best care possible for your child, so please let us know your child’s eating and napping schedule. It is also helpful to let us know their likes and dislikes, such as swinging or music. Please fill out the "Getting to Know You" paper found in this packet.  Writing up a schedule of your baby's usual routine will be a great deal of help as we get to know your child.
Here are a couple of reminders about KCDC and DPW rules and regulations for this room…

1. All bottles must be taken home and washed on a daily basis.  We must have a new, clean bottle for each feeding.  We cannot reuse bottles during the day.
2. Bedding must be taken home and washed every Friday.

3. All items belonging to your child must be labeled with their initials.

4. The infant room is a shoe-free room.  Please either take off your shoes at the door or use the blue shoe booties provided in the bin.

Below is a list of Parent Responsibilities from our Parent Handbook

1. Children must be clean and wearing clean clothes upon arriving at the center. Example: Clothing needs to be weather appropriate (hats, gloves, shorts, etc.)

2. Children must be accompanied inside the center, to their classroom, signed in, with coats off and hung up. NOTE: The teacher must be informed of your child’s arrival and departure before you leave!

3. Arrivals and departures should be at the agreed to set time.

4. Notify the center before 8:00 a.m. when your child is sick and/or will not be attending daycare that day.

5. Make tuition payments by 12 noon each Friday.
6. Update your child’s personal records every 6 months or if there has been a change in emergency information, allergies, diet, medical needs, etc. Also remember to keep your child’s physicals updated.  See the director for the health physical timeline.
7. Provide a complete change of seasonal clothing and proper sleeping materials. All items must be labeled and laundered.

8. Personal toys from home are permissible only when requested by the staff or for if/when there is Show and Tell. NOTE: A special toy or doll is allowed for naptime. There is an ample supply of toys in the center for children to play with and share. All personal items are to be labeled with your child’s name (e.g. lunch box, cups, clothing, etc.)

9. Please always be sure to remember to check your child’s folder or mailbox each day. This will contain your child’s work, announcements and notes from the teacher. Also, don’t forget to check your child’s cubby for clothing, hats, and any other possible projects.

10. If your child requires medication during the day, the teacher MUST have a note from the doctor containing the child's age, weight and dosage -- even for over the counter medicines such as Tylenol

11. Please feel free to contact KCDC about any concerns you may have at anytime. We will be more than happy to help you!
